First: Formatting Requirements (Formatting):
These formal guidelines are essential for the initial acceptance of the paper before it is sent for peer review:
Font Type and Size:
· Arabic: Use Simplified Arabic font, size (12) for the main text, (Bold 16) for the main title, and (Bold 14) for subheadings.
· English: Use Times New Roman font, size (12) for the main text, (Bold 16) for the main title, and (Bold 14) for subheadings.
Margins and Spacing:
· Margins are usually set to (2.5 cm) on all sides.
· Line spacing should be single (1.0) or (1.5) depending on the journal’s policy.
Second: Structure of the Research Paper:
The contents of the research should be arranged in the following order:
· Title: It should be precise and clearly reflect the content.
· Author Information: Name, academic degree, affiliation (university/department), and email.
· Abstract: A concise summary not exceeding (200–250) words in both Arabic and English.
· Keywords: Select (4–6) keywords representing the core topic.
· Main Text: Introduction, methodology, results, discussion, and conclusions.
Tables, Figures, and References:
· Tables and Figures: Should be numbered sequentially. Table titles are placed above, while figure and image captions are placed below.
· Referencing Style: Most journals in humanities and applied sciences follow the APA (7th Edition) style for in-text citations and the reference list.
Notes:
· The research paper should not exceed (30) pages including tables, figures, and images according to the journal template. Review articles are an exception, with a maximum of (45) pages and at least (50) references.
· It is not mandatory to write (research problem, objectives, significance, and methodology) in the exact same format; the researcher may follow the appropriate style used in their field.
Steps of Scientific Research in Order:
1. Research Title:
The title is determined after clearly defining the research problem. It is the first element that attracts the reader and reflects the content, idea, and scope of the study.
2. Introduction:
The researcher writes the introduction to explain the importance of the study, the reasons for choosing the topic, and the motivation behind it, supported by relevant literature.
3. Research Problem:
This is the core of the study. It consists of the questions or issues the researcher seeks to investigate, often arising from a gap, ambiguity, or problem in a specific field.
4. Literature Review (Previous Studies):
A comprehensive review of previous research related to the topic or its variables, To determine whether the research problem has been previously studied or not.
5. Methodology:
This section explains the methods used to collect and analyze data, including tools, techniques, samples, experiments, and statistical methods.
6. Results, Discussion, and Interpretation:
The researcher presents and analyzes the findings logically using text, tables, and figures, avoiding repetition. Results should be clearly separated from discussion, and all statistical analyses and data presentations should be included.

Refer to figures, tables, and numbers by their sequence (e.g., Figure 5 or Table 5), as this helps effectively link the data to the text.
8. Conclusion and Recommendations:
The main conclusions of the experimental work should be presented clearly. Emphasis should be placed on the contribution of the study to the scientific community and its potential economic implications.
9. Acknowledgments:
Sources of financial support must be acknowledged. Authors should declare any financial support or relationships that may constitute a conflict of interest in the submitted manuscript. Technical assistance may also be acknowledged.
10.  References:
This is the final stage of writing the research plan, where all sources used by the researcher are compiled. These sources (such as books, journals, and websites) support the study and contribute to obtaining results. References should include DOIs where available and typically range between 10 and 30 references.
Both Arabic and foreign references cited within the text must be listed according to either the IEEE numbering system or the APA (7th edition) style.
